Scaup Wildfowl Mostly in coastal locations; inland only if 

on migration
Sedge warbler Warblers Summer visitor
Shelduck Wildfowl Mostly in coastal areas according to 

RSPB; some fly to Heligoland Bight in 
Germany to mault Jul-Oct x

Shoveller Wildfowl Migrate in Spring to elsewhere to breed. x

Skylark Larks Heard

Snipe Waders x
Song thrush Thrushes Resident but also migratory
Sparrowhawk Birds of Prey Resident
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Starling Starlings Resident and augmented by additional 
winter visitors arriving in flocks x (lots, lots)

Stock dove Pigeons and Doves Resident
Stonechat Nightingales, Redstarts, Wheatears Resident but also migratory to warmer 

parts of Europe in winter
Swallow Swallows and Martins
Swift Swifts Common summer visitor (April - August)
Teal Wildfowl Migrate in Spring to elsewhere to breed.
Tufted duck (b&w) Wildfowl Resident x x
Water rail Rails and Crakes Very secretive which is probably why we 

have never spotted one!

Whitethroat Warblers Summer visitor x
